believed that Sister Mary Michael Link, O.S.B. and Sister Geraldine
Stock, O.S.B. strongly influenced him while growing up. LaVerne was
educated by the Mercy nuns at St. Ita grammar school, the B.V.M.s at
Immaculata, and the religious of the Sacred Heart at Barat College.

LaVerne and Gene met at a Sunday night dance at St. Hilary’s.
They were married in Savannah, Illinois, prior to Gene shipping out for
overseas service during World War II. After the war, Gene  went to
work at his father’s company, Auto Truck. He proudly worked to form
a solid foundation for the company and, to his credit, a fourth genera-
tion now runs this thriving family business. 

Gene and LaVerne were blessed with six children in eight years,
and were married for sixty-one years. Each child graduated from
Queen of All Saints parish school, and their four daughters graduated
from St. Scholastica Academy. While Gene knew the Benedictine Sisters of Chicago since about 1930,
LaVerne first became familiar with the community in 1951 when the family moved into a house in Queen
of All Saints Parish. “There was at least one of our children being taught by the Benedictines from 1951
until 1973,” LaVerne recalls. “That’s twenty-two consecutive years of education. When you add the
years of education Gene and his siblings received, there are 65 years of Benedictine influence of Honorees continued on  page 5.

“The most ‘dear to my
heart’ ministry is teaching students to play
the piano well, and to watch their own
enjoyment at doing so.  Everyday I ask
Sister Mary Louise in prayer to help me.”

Sister Patricia Cielinski, O.S.B. serves
the monastic community as catering coordi-
nator, liturgical environmentalist, member
of the ongoing formation team and liturgy
committee, delegate to the St. Scholastica
Federation Chapter, and chair of the “150
Years of Benedictines in Chicago” commit-
tee. She also works as administrative
assistant to the President/CEO of Felician
Services, Inc. “I am able to work creatively,
organize and manage projects, make criti-
cal decisions, and extend Benedictine hos-
pitality,” says Sister Patti. “It offers me an
opportunity to see firsthand how a sizeable
religious community has handled the
changes and losses of religious around the
world, and given me insights into our own
challenges to cope and grow and adjust for
our own unfolding future.”

Rainbow’s founder, Betty Brosius,
worked with her minister, a social worker, two
nurses, and friends to create a team of sup-
portive care for her husband. Rainbow now
cares for nearly 2,000 patients each year in

In the last ten years, Rainbow has
been involved in providing palliative and
hospice care for a number of Benedictine
sisters. With such strong personal ties to
Benedictine education, perhaps it is no sur-
prise that Rainbow shares many of the
beliefs that the Benedictines value. “As the
Benedictine Sisters are guided in the rules
of Saint Benedict,” says Rainbow Hospice
President, Pat Ahern, “we embrace the
Benedictine spirit by serving one another in
love. The values found in the Benedictine
Sisters’ mission - stewardship, hospitality
and mutual respect - are mirrored every day
in the hearts and hands of those who care
for the sick here at Rainbow Hospice.”

Sister Callista Kaley, O.S.B. was born
in Chicago, Illinois. She has known the
Benedictine Sisters of Chicago since she
was eight years of age. A graduate of St.
Scholastica Academy, Sister Callista
made her first vows in community in 1950,
and professed final vows in 1953. Her first
nine years of teaching were spent at sev-
eral grammar schools – Queen of All
Saints, St. Hilary, St. Symphorosa, and St.
Lambert. For the next thirty four years she
taught at St. Scholastica Academy. In
1994, she retired from full-time teaching,
but continued to teach piano students in
private lessons, which she still does today.

Within the monastic community, she
is director of schola and the choir, and
serves as community organist. She assists
Sister Hilary Halpin, O.S.B. at the British
Infant School providing piano accompani-
ment for music time at the school.

For four years, Teresa Hernandez and Jill Menning, assisted by Mercedes Downie,
have maintained a SSA Cañon alumnae website. Due to other commitments, these

dedicated women are no longer able to coordinate this website. Thank you, Teri, Jill,
and Mercedes, for all your hard work keeping SSA grads up to date regarding reunions
and other important news.
